The workshop is led by project members such 
as Yoko and YCAM InterLab staff, in addition to the 
guest lecturers. Participants work in a team of dancers 
and programmers and, applying what they learn 
from the lectures, try to create dance pieces using 
machines and software developed by RAM project.
The integration of dance and technology has drawn 
keen attention from various fields, including gaming 
and entertainment. This workshop helps participants 
not only to learn about the technological aspects of 
such creation, but also how to develop one’s own 
creativity.
